Definition of Risk Factor

Anything that increases the probability that a young person will become violent.

Limitations of Risk Factors

No individual or group of risk factors can be used to predict violence with any degree of certainty.  Risk factors are only indicators that may precede youth violence, and a misunderstanding of their value may lead to profiling which can result in stereotyping and discrimination.  Some risk factors cannot be changed, such as gender, and therefore are not good targets for intervention.
